Food Programs

CSFP (Community Surplus Food Program)- Volunteers are needed on a monthly basis at all of our 10 county sites to assist at the trick with taking boxes out, lifting food packages into client vehicles and/or putting packages on the roller system within the truck. 

TEFAP (The Emergency Food Assistance Program)- Volunteers needed quarterly (March, June, September and November) in our 10 counties to work at the distribution site to open boxes, arrange foods for packages, assist our clients with carrying food to their cars, and operating the check in tables.
