Head Start Classroom Volunteers

Although 90 % of NMCAA Head Start volunteers are current or past parents, additional volunteers provide beneficial one-on-one involvement with children. Activities might range from reading to a child, providing language translation services for non- English speaking children and families, sharing an ethnic food experience or unique skill, to riding the bus and helping staff with non-child tasks that keep the program running smoothly (such as repairing a broken toy or folding newsletters). Opportunities do vary from community to community, and as such, the time commitment varies.
