Head Start/GSRP/Early Head Start could not exist without the tremendous parent involvement that all program options receive.  The involvement of parents is the program’s real strength, so keep up the good work parents!
You can get involved in the program in the following ways:

Parents have the right to make decisions about the operation of the program through:
· Becoming an active member in the Parent Committee.

· Talking with other parents and staff about the program and ways that each person can help.

· Supporting and assisting their Policy Council Representatives with center information and concerns or actually serving as a Policy Council Representative.

Parents may participate in the Program:
· Gives parents a better understanding of what the program is doing for their children.

· Showing your child that you care about school.

· Giving the staff an opportunity to know you better and learning from them and them from you.

Parents May Help in Developing Their Own Activities That:
· Are responsive to specific needs expressed by parents.

· Could also include community problems of common concern, (for example, housing, recreation, health, etc).

Parents also may request from staff assistance in implementing fun activities in their own homes.  Staff members will help parents with skills they need to keep the program “on going” at home to reinforce and support the child’s total preschool experience.
